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SLCDA GENERAL AVIATION SUMMER CONSTRUCTION 

Airport II…The ramp rehabilitation and reconstruction project east of the Alta Aircraft Maintenance hangar is substantially complete and only requires tie-downs installation and surface striping.

The fuel spill containment project south of the fuel tanks at Salt Lake Air Center is well under way and should be completed by the end of August.  It is designed to contain any fuel that may be spilled during the fuel delivery transfer process and was mandated by the EPA.

SLCIA…  The displaced threshold on runway 35 is scheduled for further temporary relocated approximately 1000 feet north from August 12th until September 12th to accommodate construction of lead-on/lead-off lights from taxiway M.  This construction will shorten the usable length of runway 17/35 to less than 8,500 feet.  Runway 14/32 will be closed until the project is completed.

Access gate 2C, at the fuel farm north of General Aviation rows 10 – 15 is under construction and is designed to improve fuel delivery access.  It should not impact General Aviation operations   
Access gate1F, near Fire Station 11, Corporate Cove and General Aviation rows 21 and 28 will be under construction August 2nd – 23rd.  Steiner Corporation is building a new hangar in the same area.  These projects should not impact General Aviation operations.
Airport Maintenance paint crews have completed painting General Aviation hangar rows 9, 15, 21 and 28.  No further hangar painting is scheduled for this summer. 
FIRE EXTINGUISHER INSPECTIONS AVAILABLE
Due to a recommendation by the Airport General Aviation Committee (AGAC), SLCDA has made arrangements to have Utah Fire Equipment on site at Airport II on Saturday, September 10th 2005 at the Alta Aircraft Maintenance hangar from 11:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m.  They will also be at Fire Station 11 on the Eastside of SLCIA on Saturday, September 24th 2005 from 9:00 a.m. until 1:00 p.m. to inspect, tag, and service fire extinguishers.

A number of SLCDA hangar tenants have recently acquired appropriate fire extinguishers but many of those extinguishers have not been properly inspected and tagged (and therefore do not meet the fire code standard).  The Airport Fire Marshal notes that a number of the extinguishers that passed the hangar inspections this spring will be out of date by fall.

Utah Fire Equipment has agreed to provide this service on a trial basis.  If there is good participation, they will do it again in the future.

UNICOM FREQUENCY CONFLICTS

Tooele Valley Airport and Bountiful Sky Park have shared UNICOM frequency 123.0 since November of 2003.  SLCDA is receiving an increase in the number of complaints recently indicating that the shared frequency causes confusion and is a safety issue.

If you have concerns and have experienced problems because of the shared frequency, e-mail your complaints, with specific information (dates, times, description, etc.) to the SLCDA General Aviation Manager, Steve Jackson at steve.jackson@slcgov.com.  This will assist us in getting different frequencies assigned to eliminate the safety hazard.

TEMPORARY FLIGHT RESTRICTIONS (TFR) TRAINING
Do you know the rules on today’s security airspace restrictions well enough to avoid being intercepted and forced to land?  

AOPA has a free quiz for pilots who want to test their knowledge of temporary flight restrictions (TFRs).  It’s available online at www.asf.org/asfquiz. Pilots who are not satisfied with their scores on that quiz can brush up using the free ASF “Know Before You Go” online course.  It explains airspace over the United States and concentrates on special-use airspace such as TFRs. 

The most common type of TFR, a presidential TFR, is typically 60 nautical miles in diameter and is usually centered on or near populated areas.  It can often mushroom with little advance notice, so it is good information to know. 

Pilots who erroneously enter TFRs are often intercepted by armed military aircraft, and forced to land for interrogations by Immigrations and Customs Enforcement, the FAA, FBI, Secret Service, or other agencies.

AOPA members may use AOPA’s Real-Time Flight Planner at www.aopa.org/flight_planner, which graphically depicts both current and upcoming TFRs in relation to proposed routes of flight.

ARE YOU READY FOR TAKE OFF?

Summer means warm (or even hot) nights, cleaning projects, leaves on the trees, and most important, flying.  For those who keep their airplanes locked in the hangar all winter, it may have been some time since the last flight.  With that in mind, there are a few things you should ask yourself before blasting off into the beautiful summer sky.

First and most important, are you ready to fly?  Sure, it’s like riding a bike, but are you really prepared and legal?  Currency requirements are always the first step.  Make sure your medical and flight review are both valid and current.  Medical currency is covered in FAR 61.23 and the flight review requirements are described in FAR 61.56.  In addition, if you plan to carry passengers, make sure you have your three takeoffs and landings required by FAR 61.57.

A common question to the local FSDO is whether the flight review and required takeoffs and landings are category and class specific.  According to FAR 61.56, a flight review can be completed in any category and class of aircraft in which the pilot is rated.

For example, if you hold a commercial glider certificate and a private airplane single-engine-land rating, a flight review in the glider would satisfy the requirement and would apply to the single-engine airplane as well. 

Such is not the case with the takeoffs and landings.  FAR 61.57 makes it clear that these need to be in the applicable category, class, and type (if a type rating is required) of aircraft in which you would like to carry passengers.

Once you know you are legally current, make sure you are proficient as well.  FAA requirements specify bare minimums in proficiency and even the most experienced pilots understand their limits and elect to pursue remedial instruction when they are feeling a little rusty.  Although the fundamentals of flight never really leave us, that doesn’t necessarily mean we can nail a short-field landing when it truly counts.

When you’re current and proficient… plan your flight, do a weight and balance, check and consider density altitude and your aircraft performance, watch out for thunderstorms, put some fuel in those tanks and have some fun.  It’s a wonderful time of year to be in the air.

RUNWAY INCURSIONS ARE DOWN SO FAR THIS YEAR
Over halfway through fiscal year 2005, runway incursions are running well below the maximum target set by the FAA.

It is always best to put more stock in the year-end totals than in the monthly numbers, but this is definitely a good start.  The lower numbers reflect the increase in pilots’ concern for the risks of failing to maintain situational awareness.
AOPA’s ASF Runway Safety Program uses animation, games, and interactive quizzes to refresh pilots’ ground operations skills.  Pilots who successfully complete the online course can receive credit under the FAA’s WINGS proficiency program.  It is possible that completing the course may be considered a mitigating factor if a pilot is involved in a runway incursion.
